Industrial Technology
Students in the Computer Aided design are currently working on Multi-View Orthographic Projection drawings. With the use of AutoCAD software, the students are producing drawings of machine parts and component parts which are positioned relative to each other according to a first-angle projection. The appearances of drawing views may be thought of as being projected onto planes that form a 6-sided box around the object. 
Emphasis is placed on using the modern technology on developing career related skills for engineering electronics, manufacturing, machining, welding, construction, and architecture careers. Students can follow-up with course work in CTE programs such as Architectural Drafting, Welding, or Precision Machining
